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Idea
The school authority in Bollnäs’ municipality (north mid Sweden, about 26 000 inh.)  is interested to develop methods and measures for a better and faster integration of immigrant pupils in schools.
By discussing and cooperating with a transnational partner, interested in these questions,  our goal is to support a faster and more qualitative integration for the benefit of children/young adults and the schools.
Partner search 
We want to get in contact with another European municipality, interested in developing these questions in close cooperation with us.  Our goal is to apply for the Comenius Regio Programme in February.

We are prepared to be the lead partner but a similar application should be approved in both countries.
Background
The municipal schools meet many children/young adults who immigrate from other countries. Most often the schools have a very short notice in advance of new pupils coming to school. This leads to difficult situations for the staff, which as soon as possible wants to find the best possible solutions for the new pupils.
We also face difficulties in how to help elderly students (14-16) who will soon start their secondary education. Their period of basic training of (in front of all) language skills is often very short before they move on to the Swedish gymnasium (secondary education).
In the project we are open for discussing widely, i.e. how you could use music and dance or other cultural expressions.  
Outcomes
· We expect the cooperation in itself to be one of the key elements in the project.
· A series of meetings between staff from different school  levels, teachers  and other staff.
· A handbook containing methods for better integration of immigtrants in the school system.
· A conference in either of the countries to disseminte results of the project.
