	Llanera is a municipality in the centre of Asturias, North of Spain (population 14,000). Its capital, Posada (pop. 3,200), is just 10 km from Oviedo, the capital of Asturias, and about 20 km from the other two main towns in the region, Gijón and Avilés. This ideal location has enticed a lot of people to live in this town, as many residential areas have arisen nearby. 

It has also become a central pole of attraction and location of economic activities (industrial, service and distribution, storage and transportation). This is mainly due to two factors: the existence of abundant equipped industrial land and its central position in the region. 

There are also some livestock farms.
