	Describe your motivation, competences, language skills, experiences.

	I would like to become a Grundtvig Assistant because I like working with people of all ages and cultures. I am happy to say that for me this isn’t just a phrase but a fact. In my short career as an English teacher I have taught multi-national classes in two foreign countries.  Therefore, I think that my teaching experience could be valuable to the host institution. 

I have over four years of experience in teaching English to adult and teenage learners. I made my first steps in teaching when I was a third-year student of English. In 2006 I took part in a Comenius Program. As Comenius Language Assistant I taught teenagers in Linz, Austria. Being on the program was not only a fantastic teaching experience but also a great opportunity to make new friends and learn more about the Austrian culture.

Another opportunity to diversify my experience came in the summer of 2010 and again the following year. I went to England to teach teenagers from all around Europe and from China. What at first seemed like a daunting task turned into an unforgettable experience, in which both parties (me and my students) taught each other a lot. The most important lesson was not one on grammar or vocabulary but on cross-cultural understanding. I felt really lucky to be able to watch people of different backgrounds learn and have fun in my class. 

In Poland I work for a private institution where I teach adult learners at all levels ranging from elementary to advanced English. I use the communicative approach which puts emphasis on developing speaking skills. I also try to implement new technology into my lessons with the help of an interactive whiteboard. In 2009 I completed CELTA course in International House Krakow and received the Cambridge Certificate of English Language Teaching to Adults. In 2010 I completed a Business English course and passed LCCI examination level 4 (proficiency). Apart from general English I also teach Business English class to my adult students. 

As an English teacher I would like to cooperate with a host institution which promotes and develops foreign language learning. Being a native speaker of Polish I could bring my mother tongue into the curriculum or organise workshops. 

I would also like to be  involved in cross-cultural projects, which focus on European integration. I am ready to cooperate with the host institution throughout the academic year.
