EUREKA PROJECT 
LLP LEONARDO  - PLM MOBILITY ACTION 
The Project “Eureka” is addressed to 40 participants selected among recent graduates from Teramo University, Faculty of  Political Sciences – Master’s Degree course in Politics Administration and International Relations. Such degree allow these graduates  to spend their academic competences in the following vocational areas: 

· Management area at Government Agencies in activities involving legislative and esecutive bodies at international level. 

· Staff and labour management, as experts in public relations, in organizations working at international level such as European and International agencies and agencies working in the cooperation and development field 

· Entrepreneurial sector as entrepreuners or managing directors of companies or SME trading with foreign countries.   

The selected graduates should be particularly interested in jobs requiring abilities to  establish political, economic, industrial and social relations in an international context as well as jobs involving participation of public end /or private bodies in political economic and social development processes . Thanks to Eureka project beneficiaries will be able to experience a vocational internship abroad for 6 months with both public institutions and political, economic and social organizations based in the following countries: Finland, United  Kingdom, Ireland, Croatia and Slovenia. Some of these countries  have already well established relations abroad, others are experimenting government internationalization plans in order to become more competitive world wide.
The project has a noteworthy importance in the regional and sector context where it is set as it is aimed at an empowerment of  knowledge and competences of all young graduates who are willing to contribute to the internationalization process within both institutions ( cross border cooperation, memorandum of understanding, joint implementation of political economy initiatives) and enterprises. 
In fact, the Abruzzo Region, within its development policies, since 2010 has been carrying on an open dialogue with Adriatic basin countries (D.L. “Extension of cross-border cooperation actions” covering the funding of the activities of Adriatic-ionic initiative’s Secretariat)  in order to be designated from EU as Adriatic Macro-Region.  Moreover, some regional enterprises which are not operating in traditional export fields, are progressively developing new investment, production and trading channels in foreign countries.  Both associated  and single enterprises, thanks to employers’ associations, are trying to implement innovation centres to be able to increase competitive capacity and carry out a strategy that brings together the interests of both big and small enterprises  
Within this framework the Eureka project’s beneficiaries will have the chance to join an internship at work organizations abroad where they will have to learn : 

1. strategic-economic policies devised by national and regional institutions to implement international cooperation procedures
2. co-development forms and cohesion policies within EU countries and integration policies with no-EU countries , especially Balkan countries.  
3. common interest issues, beyond political and local differences. 
4. strategies to develop the local cohesion principle. 
5. internal resources that businesses need to enter foreign markets  
6. business opportunities offered by international markets.  
7. companies’ resources  needed to enter foreign markets

8. methods to devise export plans
9. strong points within foreign markets
10.  how to define a competitive strategy
11. planning of  financial resources needed to face foreign markets.   
The partnership for this project is formed by:

· regional and transnational bodies involved with vocational training of young people as well as 
· institutions, trade associations, enterprises, stakeholders who collaborate to foster a quality cooperation and to enhance knowledge and competence of young people.              

The national partnership includes Teramo University, the regional craft association, the Abruzzo region Union of Chambers of Commerce, Pescara and Chieti Provinces. 
Teramo University is the active partner of the project and they will see about: 

· cultural and academic training of the selected beneficiaries

· dissemination of the actions and results of the project.  
Transnational mobility will last 6 months from 1st January through 31st July
