RRCRMHE is the leading research medical center in Belarus for studying multi-component and prolonged radiation effects on population after the Chernobyl catastrophe. It was created in 2000 by uniting several R&D organizations and hospitals (Research Clinical Institute for Radiation Medicine and Endocrinology, Research Institute of Ecological and Professional Pathology, Gomel Regional Dispensary for Radiation Medicine, Republican Dispensary for Radiation Medicine). 
Especially for RRCRMHE a new building has been constructed in Gomel which is the second largest city in Belarus.

RRCRMHE consists of a research department, 450-beds hospital, polyclinic, scientific library and a hotel. 
The main areas of activities: 
· Basic and applied research in radiation medicine and human ecology;
· Assessment of environmental , anthropogenic and man-caused  factors   impact on population; 
· Implementation of   long-term radiation epidemiological studies for revealing and prediction of the remote radiation effects;
· Providing scientific basis for formation of risk groups among the population exposed to anthropogenic and man-caused impact of environmental factors taking into account  profile registries data;
· Retrospective assessment  and  reconstruction of exposure doses;
· Carrying out research of pathogenesis and clinics, and also diagnostics, treatment and prevention issues including medical professional rehabilitation of diseases and states caused by various anthropogenic and man-caused environmental factors impact.

The Research Department carries out basic and applied studies directed on scientific provision of Center’s activity on minimization of medical consequences of the Chernobyl catastrophe including new prevention techniques, diagnostics and treatment, improving and optimizing health monitoring for the Chernobyl-affected population.
