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ANNEX III – GRUNDTVIG WORKSHOPS 

Rules for the calculation of the final grant amount

Full grant amount

The full grant amount indicated in Article III.1 of the grant agreement will be awarded if the final report, including the learners' evaluation sheets, demonstrates that the activities foreseen in the application (Annex I) have been implemented with the expected number of eligible learners.
Reduction or (partial) recovery of grant amounts

The following cases will lead to the reduction or a (partial) recovery of the grant awarded.
Cancellation of workshop -  Insufficient / inferior number of learners

(1) 
The Workshop cannot be cancelled, if, at recruitment stage, it appears that the minimum number of 10 foreign registered learners is met. 

 (2) 
If the Workshop Organiser does not find at least 10 foreign participants, the workshop must be cancelled, and the grant agreement will be formally terminated on this basis. The Workshop Organiser must submit evidence (incl. financial) to demonstrate that sufficient efforts have been made to publicise and advertise the workshop. The National Agency will assess the relevance of the work carried out by the Workshop Organiser and of the evidences submitted, and will calculate on the basis of real costs what has actually been spent. This analysis may lead to the following outcomes:

a) If the evidence is convincing and the costs have been incurred within the eligible period, the Workshop Organiser will only be requested to reimburse the balance between the first pre-financing payment and the by the NA accepted eligible expenses he has reported. 
The following costs are considered eligible for the part of the grant awarded for the "Project organisation": Board and lodging, international and local travel, insurance of learners, pedagogic, linguistic and cultural preparation, if needed and justified, preparation and advertisement of the workshop, practical costs linked to the workshop (e.g. rent of premises), fees for teachers at the workshop and other staff costs of the Workshop Organiser, any particular cost directly incurred by the running of the workshop (e.g. painting material, books, etc…), administrative costs
b) If the evidence is not convincing and / or the costs are not eligible, the Workshop Organiser will be required to reimburse the entire first pre-financing payment.

(3) 
In case that the number of learners initially expected by the Workshop Organiser (e.g. 20 people) decreased at reporting stage and fewer participants than planned initially (at least 10) have taken part in the Workshop, the grant will be reduced accordingly. (Component n° 1, subsistence costs, of its grant will be reduced in proportion to the number of participants)

(4)
If it appears that fewer than 10 learners actually took part, the whole project will be declared ineligible and the grant may be repayable to the NA in part or in full. If however, registered learners do not participate for reasons of force majeure1, which results in force majeure
, the Workshop Organiser will not be penalised if acceptable proof thereof is presented.
Exceptional cases

In exceptional cases not covered by the above requirements, the National Agency will decide on the final grant amount on the basis of proofs provided by the beneficiary.
