The day started and I with my fast beating heart entered the Center school of Celje (Pod na Lavu 22). It was 4th December, one of the coldest days in this winter so far. I was a little nervous but fortunately all preparation was made. I had three different activities for the school childer. Presentation about my country Lithuania, friendship bracelets workshop and imagination training (try to guess what the text in Lithuanian is about).
The first five minutes and I found the first cultural difference. Surprisingly for me, secondary school in Slovenia means a shool for kids from 15 to 18 years and not for 11 or 13 years old ones as I expected. But it was almost 8 o‘clock, no time to make up something new. My coordinating teacher Klavdija and I crossed the hall and here I was in my first lesson. I saw about twenty boys. All of them just year or two younger than me. However, I started what I had planned. „Now we are going to do something of high inportance. Please close your eyes“. Some laugh, but eyes were closed. I started reading „Pippi Longstocking“ in Lithuanian. More laugh. And after reading, none of the stdents guessed right. I‘m not shocked, my language is not similar to Slovene. On the other hand, these young men knew where is Lithuania, what is the capital of Lithuania. That‘s great! By then the time for presentation came. I hope it was informative and interesting 
So, all day passed like that. Each hour a different class, different faces in front of me. I was doing presentation for all children from 9th grade up to the oldest. As a result, I could observe when the turn from childhood to teenage years happen. Moreover, I could feel variuos micro-climates as this school is a technical one and in some classes there are only boys.
Also, huge thanks to Klavdija for showing me the school, library, canteen. I think they have nice working conditions for teachers there. For example, each teacher has his own place in a little cabinet. I know it is not much but I guess it‘s nice to have a little table, a few personal items and a place to rest from your students.
To sum up, I am glad with my desicion to take this adventure. I saw lots of new and inteesting things, I understood that I am capable of doing a presentation and maybe I inspired at least one person to visit my country.
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
